Uranga Approach to Teaching and Learning

In Uranga, our approach fto teaching and learning is a combination of structured
teaching and free play-based learning. We believe this transitions children from pre-
school to school and sets them up for future years of learning here at Clearview.

In the homebases you will see whole class lessons, small group lessons as well as
children working on independent tasks. In the learning studio, outside the homebases,
we have lots of play based activities set up that are carefully chosen by the teachers
to support the teaching and learning that happens in the homebases. These activities
also support the emotional and social development of the children.

At Clearview, we have adopted an approach to teaching reading and literacy known
as Structured Literacy. This is an approach to teaching reading that is backed by the
very best research into how children learn to read. This means that your child will not
always be bringing a reader home each night as has happened in past years. More
details about this will be sent home soon. We will keep you updated as the year goes
on with reading and how you can support their learning at home.
